Foundations Community Partnership (FCP) is a philanthropic grant-making foundation supporting the behavioral health and human service needs of children and young adults in Bucks County Pennsylvania. Foundations Community Partnership provides grants and technical assistance to non-profit organizations, awards scholarships to Bucks County high school seniors, subsidizes service learning internships for college students, underwrites community education programs and supports behavioral health education and research.
We are pleased to announce our commitment for continued grants and services during the next six months. Please note that FCP now administers all grants through an online application system. The FCP website includes a tutorial for grant applications. This tutorial can be found on our website at www.fcpartnership.org.  
· Applications for the Partnership in Youth Services (PYS) grants ($3,000 - $5,000) will be accepted beginning July 1, 2012. The deadline for PYS grants is September 1, 2012.   PYS grants are awarded in October.
· Bucks Innovation and Improvement Grants (BIIG), typically $10,000 to $25,000 are awarded in two cycles each year. The spring cycle deadline is April 1, 2012.  Spring BIIG grants are awarded in June.  The fall cycle deadline is October 1, 2012.  Fall BIIG grants are awarded in December.  Please note that the BIIG process accepts applications throughout the year. Review of the application for either the spring or fall grant cycle will depend on the date that the completed application is accepted. 

· Capital Grant applications will be accepted throughout the year for capital projects including structural improvements to the facility (bricks & mortar, such as new buildings or additions to existing buildings), or extensive renovation or addition of durable equipment to an existing structure. FCP will not be accepting any new Capital Grant applications until the fall cycle of 2012.  Capital Grant requests will be available online beginning May 1, 2012 and the deadline is October 1, 2012.
· As described in the “Grants” section of our website, Emergency Grant requests are reviewed on an “as needed basis” and can be submitted anytime during the year.

· FCP offers “Technical Assistance” (TA) funding support opportunities for Bucks County non-profit organizations in the areas of capacity building, business management, business planning, strategic planning, board development, and training workshops.  Please refer to the website for more information about technical assistance.

· FCP plans to offer a special workshop for non-profits titled “Writing Measurable Goals and Objectives to Enhance your Grant Application”.  The workshop is to be held on February 29, 2012 from 10:00 am to 11:30 am at the FCP office.   More information can be found on our website or in the attached flyer.

· 2012 Partnership in Education Scholarships

Selected Bucks County high school seniors will receive college scholarships. Applications will be available to Bucks County public high schools in March 2012.

· 2012 Summer Youth Corps

In June 2012, FCP will again subsidize a ten-week service learning program for college students matched with non-profit human service organizations in Bucks County.  FCP screens and recruits college students, provides credentialing, training and supervision as required by most organizations. Students are matched with host agencies for the 10 week program. Feel free to refer a college student entering their second or third year in college to FCP for an interview.  Host agencies report that our Summer Youth Corps Program is a great success.  Please contact us if you are interested in serving as a Host Agency for a college intern.
